Actual resident is defined as an
individual living on property assessed to White County by the White County Tax
Assessor’s Office. Notwithstanding the foregoing, applicants temporarily attending college
or vocational school with the intent to return to their home in White County are considered
residents of the county for purposes of this contest. In cases of joint custody one
parent/guardian must be a White County resident, and the contestant must attend a White
County School in order to qualify for pageant entry.
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The deadline for entering these pageants is August 21, 2021.
Applications will be available at the White County Agricultural Complex on Saturday, August

14th or Saturday, August 21st from 8:30 A.M. to 12:00 NOON. A $10.00 entry fee (cash) will
be due along with the completed application and must be submitted in person (parent/guardian) at
the Agricultural Complex. Online registration will be available from Saturday, August 14, 2021
at 8:00 a.m. to Saturday, August 21, 2021, at 12:00 Noon. Online applications will be available at

These contests will be an annual event of the White County Fair for the purpose of providing
young and pre-teenage girls the opportunity to compete in a beauty pageant and encourage
contestants to later participate in the Fairest of the Fair Pageants. The contest will provide
additional attractions for the opening night pageantry festivities.

Rules:
1. Fair Princess contestants must have reached her 13th birthday, but not her 16th birthday by
August 31, 2021.
2. Dresses may be any length. Contestants will not be permitted to wear corsages or carry flowers
during the pageant.

4. The White County Fair Association will not be responsible for lost or stolen articles, damages
to apparel or accessories, or bodily injury incurred by a contestant during the pageant or pageant
activities.
